NOTRE DAME COUNCIL NO. 2901

There are 149 councils in the State of Maryland with a total membership of more than 28,000 Catholic men. Notre Dame Council was instituted on October 16, 1944 and has a membership today of approximately 350 men.  The Council meets on the first and third Tuesday each month, at 7:30 p.m.  The Council Home is located at 5400 Roland Avenue, Baltimore, MD  21210. We meet in Seminar Room A is the Center for Continuing Formation. The Center is located at the rear entrance of St. Mary’s Seminary, to the right of the fountain. Parking is adjacent and located to the left when you arrive. The Council dues and assessments total $42.00 this year.  The following is a sketch of the typical yearly activities of our Council.

CHURCH ACTIVITIES

Church activities begins with Mass for the Installation of Council Officers.  Our nine First Friday Masses with dinner begin in September and concludes in May.  The Annual Memorial Mass and dinner in November is dedicated to our deceased members; widows are invited as honored guests.  The Council sponsors two seminarians through their years at St. Mary's Seminary.  The Council ministry includes a Living Rosary program which was initiated in 1963 under the title of the “Traveling Rosary”.  We conduct a Living Rosary at the Council Home in October; the Traveling Rosary team conducts the Living Rosary at 25 other locations during the year. Throughout the year, we recite the Rosary at Wake Services for deceased members.

COMMUNITY ACTIVITIES 

Once a month. a team of members and their families conduct Bingo parties for nursing home residents at Keswick Nursing Home. Items donated by Council members throughout the year, along with Christmas gifts from the Council Christmas Party, provide enough prizes to last one full year for the sick and aged residents at the nursing home.  In July, we host a cookout for the residents of Keswick Home.  In December, the Singing Knights serenade the residents We have hosted free pancake breakfasts for St. Mary’s Church parishioners and will be working with them of other community programs this year.

COUNCIL ACTIVITIES

The first Council activity is a crab feast/bull roast in July.  In September, we hold a fall dance with all proceeds deposited into the Council Members Relief Fund (a charity fund to help members in need).  Our Council Anniversary Party is held in October. The Council hosts an Oktoberfest and St. Patrick’s Day party; and in December, we have our member's Christmas Party/dance.  The year concludes with the Third Degree Banquet in May and our annual workers' party in June.
FAMILY ACTIVITIES
Each month throughout the year, we recognize a Family of the Month.  Our special on-going charity is St. Elizabeth's School for Citizens with Handicaps.  Funds are received from the Council’s members and from the Tootsie Roll Drive.  .  Through our Family to Family program, we donated baskets of food and turkeys to 125 needy families for Christmas.  We send  donations to a Catholic Mission maternity hospital in Chimbote, Peru. 

YOUTH ACTIVITIES

Activities related to youth include our sponsorship of a foster child in in Central America, Trips to the Zoo and Orioles game. We have assisted Boy/Girl Scouts and other youth groups at various levels.

Church Affiliations

Notre Dame Council has members located in many churches throughout MD but is assigned to, St. Mary’s of the Assumption, St. Pius X, and The Cathedral of Mary Our Queen, by MD State Council for the purposes of support and recruitment. However, any Catholic  man, from any parish in MD is welcome to become a member of Notre Dame Council.

FEDERAL CREDIT UNION

Notre Dame Council also has a Federal Credit Union; organized in 1959, it has been providing a fair rate for funds on deposit and loans to members for car or personal needs (new car loans @ 4.9%, personal loans @ 12%).  Its philosophy is "members helping members".  

INSURANCE PROGRAM

The Knights of Columbus has in excess of $66 billion of life insurance in force; it is rated AAA (Extremely Strong) by Standard & Poor's and A++ (Superior) by Best's Insurance Reports.  It has paid over $2 billion in dividends over its history.  The insurance program is run by Brother Knights for Brother Knights and their families; and includes Whole Life, Term, Annuities Plans and Long Term Care Plans.  New members automatically receive an Accidental Death Benefits Plan.

THE KNIGHTS OF COLUMBUS

A Catholic family fraternal service  organization consisting of more than 1.7 million men in the United States, Canada, Puerto Rico, Mexico and the Philippines.   Our Order has a five point program that dedicates service to Church, Community, Council, Family and Youth. In 2008, the Knights of Columbus raised and donated $150 million to charity; and dedicated 68 million hours of service.  Our Order has four Principles: Charity, Unity, Fraternity and Patriotism.
